4-H AND FFA LIVESTOCK RIBBON AUCTION
The Dodge County business community is supporting the efforts
of Dodge County Youth by purchasing at auction the duplicate
ribbons of either 4-H or FFA members exhibiting livestock at the
County Fair.  The Auction will be held at 9 a.m. on Saturday at
the Show Arena. 

Exhibitor Rules
A committee representing FFA, 4-H and commercial clubs will
rule on any Ribbon Auction interpretations and exceptions. 
1.  Members may auction one exhibit ribbon. 
2.  Exhibitor will sell duplicate ribbons of the Grand Champion, 

Reserve Grand Champion of each of  the major divisions 
and sex (barrows and gilts, etc.).  Exceptions: are the two 
high point horse winners will sell ribbons as champion and 
reserve champion.  The dairy production winner will sell  
their ribbon as Grand and Reserve Grand Champion Dairy  
Production.  All ribbon colors will be included in the sale for 
both 4-H and FFA. 

3.  Exhibitor Registration - All 4-H members must indicate on 
their advance registration form if they plan to participate in 
the Livestock Ribbon Auction.  

4.  FFA members wishing to participate must register at the 4-H 
office on Wednesday before 7 p.m.  

5.  Those members exhibiting more than one species must 
notify the 4-H office within one hour following the judg-
ing of their last animal to identify which animal will be in 
the auction.  

6.  Members and animals which ribbons were awarded to must 
be present to sell their ribbon. If member is 
not lined up and ready to enter the arena with the others, in 
proper order, the member will be disqualified. 

7.   All participants are required to turn in a written thank you 
note to the buyer prior to receiving a ribbon auction check

Ribbon Auction Buyers Breakfast
A free breakfast to buyers will be served by 4-H and FFA
Leaders on Saturday morning 7:45 a.m. Buyers will register and
get a bidding number following the breakfast.  The rules will be
presented along with a short orientation at this time. 

Sale Order and Procedure
The order of the sale rotates every year.  
This year the order is as follows:  
1. Goat  
2. Sheep  
3. Beef
4. Rabbit
5. Poultry
6. Swine
7. Dog
8. Horse 
9. Dairy

Members are to have their animals well groomed.  Members
should also be wearing clean clothes and be “well groomed”
themselves for the Auction. Exhibitors are to be ready by 8:30
a.m. for the Auction.  The Auction is to begin promptly at 9:00
a.m.  Order of the show will be posted in the 4-H building by
9:00 p.m. on Friday.
